The Internet has already entered our ordinary life. Everybody knows that the Internet is a global
computer network, which embraces hundred of millions of users all over the world and helps us to
communicate with each other.

The history of Internet began in the United States in 1969. It was a military experiment, designed
to help to survive during a nuclear war, when everything around might be polluted by radiation and it
would be dangerous to get out for any living being to get some information to anywhere.

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the TE-3 type was constructed. The most advanced diesel in series production was the TE-109 which
was also available for export. It was powered by a 3,000-h.p diesel.
